The event route is along the scenic Dagny Johnson State Park in Key Largo, FL.  Registration fees are non-refundable.

Directions to Dagny Johnson State Park:

From Key Largo:

Take US1 North to the intersection with SR 905 (Shell in the middle)
Follow SR 905 up ¼ of a mile.  Dagny Johnson is on the right-hand side.  Look for the archway as well as our banners.  
From Miami:

Take Turnpike south to Florida City.  Here you have two choices.  
1. You can take Card Sound Road to SR 905 (there is a $1 toll for this route).  Take SR 905 South until just before the US1 Intersection.  Dagny Johnson will be on your left-hand side.  Look for the archway as well as our banners.    

2. Continue down US1 south to the intersection with SR 905 (Shell in the middle).  Turn left and head north on SR 905 up ¼ of a mile.  Dagny Johnson is on the right-hand side.  Look for the archway as well as our banners.
